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Dalí Art Mobile – It’s Dalí Time
For the next several years, you may be seeing a large Dalí melting-watch visiting Pinellas County elementary schools as the Dalí Art Mobile travels through the bay area. This portable Dalí classroom is the result of a fruitful partnership between the Pinellas County Visual Arts department and the Dalí Museum. Thanks to Pinellas County Referendum money, Sue Castleman, Pre K-12 Art Supervisor, arranged for portable classroom to be used by to the Dalí Museum and one for the Museum of Fine Arts as art experience classrooms reflecting the mission of each museum.
The Dalí Art Mobile brings the world of Dalí to Pinellas County elementary students.  Over a five-year period, the Dalí Art Mobile will travel to every Pinellas County public elementary school and exceptional education center to provide all K-5 students with a Dalí Museum experience and provide fun activities. Addressing the difficulty many elementary teachers face in arranging art field trips, the art mobile brings a curriculum-based experience that focuses on Dalí’s double imagery and his use ofsymbolism.
     Dalí’s melting watch greets students as they enter a visually stunning Dalí world, surrounded by reproductions of key paintings in the collection, a larger-than-life lobster telephone, and a swarm of ants that cling to the ceiling and walls. Their visit begins with them sitting before a large eyeball-TV, inspired by Hitchcock’s “Spellbound,” where they watch a 10 min. presentation of “Get Surreal with Salvador Dalí,” the award-winning video featuring two students introducing the world of Dalí to other students. Next the class explores four large reproductions of key Dalí paintings, applying lessons and vocabulary learned from the video.   Then the class explores a series of reproductions relating to The Hallucinogenic Toreador, combining the ideas of symbolic thinking, visual illusions, and fun.
