Fuzion Dance Artists and the Apollo Project present Hello, Dalí, 

a contemporary dance performance at the Dalí Museum

St. Petersburg, Fla. (Friday, June 12, 2009) — On June 27 and 28, 2009, there will be two presentations of Hello Dalí, a contemporary dance performance at the Dalí Museum. The performance is scheduled for Saturday, June 27, at 7:30 p.m., with a repeat matinee performance on Sunday afternoon, June 28, at 2:00 pm.
 



Hello Dalí is a modern dance performance set to music inspired by eleven major Salvador Dalí paintings. St. Petersburg composer A. Paul Johnson wrote and recorded his Hello Dalí score in response to Dalí’s work, which in turn provides the backdrop and inspiration for the Fuzion Dance Artists, a dance company based in Sarasota under the direction of Leymis Bolaños Wilmott. The multi-media performance features projections, lights, costumes, props and Johnson’s compositions, all transforming the Dalí Museum’s Raymond James Community Room into a space for movement.   

For this performance, Fuzión Dance Artists has invited dancers from around the region to share in the creative process, including Gainesville artist Kristin O' Neal, who has presented her work at national venues including Joyce SoHo.  Other artists include Carolina Gracia from Tampa, Isa Garcia-Rose and Angela McDonough from Gainesville, and several local performers from Fuzión Dance Artists and St. Petersburg College.   

This event marks the first time that all three organizations have partnered up to bring music, dance, and visual art to life, bringing fresh insight to Dalí’s multi-layered work.  

Cost: Admission $15 adults, $10 students; tickets available at the door. The museum galleries will be open to audience members one hour prior to each performance to see the Dalí collection and to familiarize themselves with Dalí's work and life story. Entrance and ticket sales will be at Raymond James Community entrance on the south side of the Museum adjacent to the parking lot.
